With the recovery of 23,070 patients in the last 24 hours, the cumulative tally of recov-
ered patients since the beginning of the pandemic stands at 3,32,48,291. Consequently,
India's recovery rate now stands at 97.98 per cent, eurrently at its highest peak since March
2020, the ministry reported. As many as 12,69,291 COVID-19 tests have been conducted in
the last 24 hours, I"Lkmp; the number of cumulative tests o over 58.13 crores (58,13,12 481).

As per the ministry, with the enhanced testing capacity across the country, the weekly
positivity rate at 1.62 per cent remains less than 3 per cent for the last 106 days now. The
daily positivity rate reported o be 1.56 per cent and has remained below 3 per cent lor the
last 40 days and below 5 per cent for 123 consecutive days now.

HC stalls AP housing scheme calling it hazardous

AMARAVATT : The Andhra
Pradesh High Court has direct-
ed the state government to
immediately halt consiruction
of houses for the poor as the
scheme violated the rule or law
and the Constitution besides
various rules.

It also directed the state
government 1o set up an experl
commities to examine a gamul
of issues related to the scheme,
including the possible health
hazards lo beneficiaries, and
elicit public opinion before pro-
ceeding further

The Courl declared as "ille-
gal and arbitrary® various
clauses in three dilferent gov-
ernment orders (GOs) relating
to the Pedalandariki Hlu
scheme and said they were
"inconsistent with one anoth-
er”.

The Court, in particular rel-
erence to these GOs, comment-
ed that the “state has no defi-
nite policy® and it changed from
time to time

It also set aside a particular
clause in ane of the GOs
iwherein all allotments were
made only to women benefici-
aries) saying it was "unconstitu-
tional, illegal, arbitrary and
violative of Articles 14, 15 (1) of
the Constitution of India®. It
defeated the objeet of Article 39

of the Constitution of India and
violated Articles 7 and 17 of the
Universal Declaration of Human
Rights and Article 26 of
International Covenant on Civil
and Political Rights.

The HC directed the state to
allot house sites to men and
transsexuals on par with
women, subject to their eligibil-
ity.

“The whole process being
undertaken for such large-scale
of project is too vague and
unscientific. Allotment of land
must be founded on sound,
transparent, discernable and
well-defined policy. There is
any amount of mischief in the
process of allotment,” Justice M
Salyanarayana Murthy
observed, delivering a verdicl
late on Friday night on a bateh
of writ petitions challenging the
process of allotment of house
sites and consiruction of houses
lor the poor.

The size of house proposed
to be built under the scheme
Pedalandariki lu (housing lor
all the poor) in both urban and
rural areas was not in accor-
dance with the National
Building Code, the AP Building
Rules, 2017, and the model
building bye-laws issued by the
Union Ministry of Housing and
Urban Affairs, the judge noted.

“The state is bound to follow
the guidelines issued by World
Health Organisation while pro-
viding house sites to houseless
poor for construction of houses,
But the state did not take them
into consideration while allot-
ting minimum site of one cent
in municipal areas and 1.5
cents in gram panchayats for
construction of houses by
houseless poor,” Justice
Satyanarayana Murthy added.

In any view of the matter,
approved layouis were not in
consonance with the Andhra
Pradesh Building Rules, 2017.
Guidelines issued under the
Pradhan Mantri Aawas Yojana
were also not followed.

"It is highly difTiculi for any-
one to raise construction in the
limited area of 48.4 square
yards in municipalities. On
account of cluster housing and
group housing, the environment
impact and health hazards, fire
safety, adequacy of drinking
water and facilities to drain out
sullage water is 1o be examined
by the state before insisting the
ﬂ?hﬂtl‘l"ﬁ lo construct house in
the site allotted 1o them,” he
said. Coming down heavily on
the beneficiary selection
process, the Judge remarked
